O'Fallon, MO, Selected as a Top Place to Live
Money Magazine has released its annual list of the 100 top places to live in America and
O'Fallon, MO was ranked 39th. O'Fallon was the only city in the St. Louis metropolitan
region to make the list, with only two other cities in Missouri being included. This year the
magazine focused on small, livable cities with a mixture of good jobs, low crime, quality
schools, parks, activities, and reasonable home prices. O'Fallon has a job growth rate that is
more than twice the average of the cities included on the list, schools with test scores 20
percent above the Missouri state average, and crime levels that rank far below the national
average and the average of the 100 top cities on this list.
